PRIMER DIiA DE CLASES

Las clases daran comienzo el lunes, 11 de agosto de 2025. Por ser el primer dia de clases, la Academia realiza
una actividad especial de bienvenida a nuestros estudiantes. La actividad comenzard a las 7:00 a.m. en el
porton principal, con nuestro tradicional corte de cinta para dar inicio oficial al nuevo afio escolar y el personal
de la Academia les dara la bienvenida a los estudiantes y padres. El porton posterior (ubicado en el nivel
elemental) permanecera cerrado. A las 7:30 a.m. se llevara a cabo el Devocional de Comienzo de Clases en
la cancha. Los padres o acompanantes del estudiante estdn cordialmente invitados a permanecer en la
Academia y disfrutar del devocional ese dia. Luego del devocional, se continuard el horario regular. Les
exhortamos a que lleguen temprano para que disfruten con sus hijos de este tradicional y memorable evento.

El Pase de Admision sera entregado A LA MAESTRA DE SALON HOGAR para ser sustituido por un
brazalete. Este brazalete debera ser utilizado por el estudiante TODOS LOS DIAS, hasta que la
institucién emita su nueva tarjeta de identificacién; por lo tanto, NO SE LO DEBERA QUITAR hasta
que esto ocurra.

Habra servicio de almuerzo, cuido y estudios supervisados desde el primer dia de clases.

HORARIO ESCOLAR REGULAR (desde el martes, 12 de agosto de 2025 en adelante)

7:00 a.m. Se abre el porton principal. El porton posterior (ubicado en el nivel elemental) permanecera
cerrado. LA ACADEMIA NO ES RESPONSABLE DE ESTUDIANTES ANTES DE ESTE
HORARIO.

7:40 a.m. SUENA EL PRIMER TIMBRE: TODOS LOS PADRES TIENEN QUE SALIR DE LA
ACADEMIA EN ESTE MOMENTO. LOS ESTUDIANTES HARAN UNA FILA FRENTE A
SUS SALONES HOGARES. NO SE PERMITE A LOS PADRES PASAR, ENTRAR O
QUEDARSE EN EL SALON DE CLASES NI HABLAR CON LOS MAESTROS EN ESTE
MOMENTO.

7:45 a.m. SUENA EL SEGUNDO TIMBRE: Hora de entrada al salon de clases. Se cierran los
portones. Los estudiantes que lleguen a partir de esta hora deben esperar en las entradas
supervisadas por un guardia escolar, se dard “Tardy Slips™ y no podran pasar al salon de clases
hasta las 8:00 a.m. (Aclaramos que el “Tardy Slip” es tinicamente un pase para poder entrar al
salon y_no_excusa al estudiante. Para excusar al estudiante, el padre debe escribirle una
excusa y entregarla en la oficina.)




Nota aclaratoria: Aunque el estudiante llegue temprano a la escuela, si no entra al salén a
las 7:45 a.m., sera contado como una tardanza.

3:00 p.m. Hora de salida. A la hora de salida y con el propdsito de garantizar la seguridad de nuestros
estudiantes, ningin estudiante podra salir del plantel escolar hasta que su padre o encargado lo
recoja dentro de la escuela. Los estudiantes deben ser recogidos en la Academia de 3:00 a 3:30
pm. y los estudiantes que estén matriculados en servicios de horario extendido (Estudios
Supervisados, Cuido y Tutoria) deben ser recogidos antes de las 5:45 p.m. Luego de dichas
horas pagaran un cargo de $10.00 por familia, por hora o fracciéon de hora. Los estudiantes
que tengan pases de salida (“Walking Pass”) no podran permanecer en los alrededores de la
escuela (calles adyacentes). De encontrarse estudiantes en los alrededores, se entraran a la
escuela, y pagaran por su cuido $10.00 por familia, por hora o fraccién de hora SIN
EXCEPCIONES. Luego que los estudiantes salgan de las facilidades de la Academia, por
razones de seguridad no podrin regresar a ninguna drea del interior de los predios de la
Academia,

SALIDAS DEL ESTUDIANTE DURANTE EL. HORARIO ESCOLAR

Solicitamos a los padres que eviten sacar a los estudiantes durante el horario escolar. De ser absolutamente
necesario hacerlo, SOLO SE PERMITIRA SACARLOS DURANTE LOS CAMBIOS DE CLASES. No se
enviara a buscar estudiantes a los salones de clases, por lo tanto, tendra que esperar al cambio de clases para que
le liamen o le busquen al estudiante.

Ningiin estudiante puede salir de la Academia solo, con otro estudiante o con un adulto no indicado en la
Tarjeta de Emergencia, sin un_permiso ESCRITO Y FIRMADO por sus padres o tutor legal. NO SE
ACEPTARAN AUTORIZACIONES MEDIANTE LLAMADAS TELEFONICAS.

TUTORIAS

Este afio la Academia continuara ofreciendo el servicio de Tutorias, siempre y cuando se logre la matricula de
los grupos. Consistird en grupos de siete (7) estudiantes, donde se le ofrecerd estudios supervisados, se
aclarardn dudas del material y preparacion para los examenes. Los interesados en este servicio deben
informarlo en la Oficina de Contabilidad para el proceso de formacion de grupos. La fecha de comienzo de las
tutorias sera informada mas adelante.

En el caso de las tutorias privadas que algin maestro de la Academia ofrezca fuera de la escuela en su horario
personal, la Academia no asume responsabifidad sobre las mismas. NINGUN ESTUDIANTE PODRA
REGRESAR A LA ACADEMIA LUEGO DE HABER SALIDO DE 1.OS PREDIOS ESCOLARES A
RECIBIR TUTORIA CON UN MAESTRO. Luego de que el estudiante salga de las facilidades de la
escuela, la Academia Menonita no se hace responsable del servicio que va a recibir fuera, de la seguridad
del estudiante, ni lo cubre el seguro escolar.

TARJETAS DE IDENTIFICACION

We wish to inform you about the following important information:

FIRST DAY OF CLASSES

Classes will begin on Monday, August 11, 2025. As it is the first day of classes, the Academy celebrates a
special welcoming activity for our students. The activity will start at 7:00 a.m. at the main gate, with our
traditional ribbon cutting to officially begin the new school year and the Academy’s personnel will welcome our
students and parents. The back gate (located at the elementary area) will remain closed. At 7:30 a.m. we
will have the Devotional for the Beginning of Classes at the basketball court. Parents or companions are
cordially invited to stay at the Academy and enjoy of the devotional that morning. After the devotional, the day
will continue in its normal schedule. We exhort you to arrive early to enjoy with your children of this traditional
and memorable event.

The Admission Pass will be submitted to the HOMEROOM TEACHER to be substituted by a bracelet.
This bracelet must be worn by the student EVERY DAY, until the institution emits the new ID card;
therefore, IT MUST NOT BE REMOVED until this happens.

There WILL be lunch, preschool care, and Study Hall since the first day of classes.

REGULAR SCHOOL HOURS (from Tuesday, August 12, 2025 forward)

7:00 a.m. The main gate is opened. The back gate (located at the elementary area) will remain
closed. THE SCHOOL IS NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR STUDENTS PRIOR TO THIS
HOUR, OR STUDENTS OUTSIDE THE GATE.

7:40 a.m. THE FIRST BELL RINGS: ALL PARENTS HAVE TO VACATE THE SCHOOL AT
THIS MOMENT. STUDENTS MUST MAKE A LINE IN FRONT OF THEIR
CLASSROOMS. PARENTS ARE NOT PERMITTED TO GO, ENTER, STAY IN THE
CLASSROOM OR TALK WITH THE TEACHERS AT THIS MOMENT.

7:45 a.m. THE SECOND BELL RINGS: Time to enter the classroom. The gates are closed. The
students that arrive after this hour should wait outside the gate and will be issued a Tardy Slip
and cannot proceed to the classroom until 8:00 a.m. (We clarify that the Tardy Slip is only a
pass to enter the classroom and not an excuse for the student. To excuse the student, the
parent must write an excuse and hand it in at the office.) Note: Even if the student
arrives early to school, if he/she does not enter the classroom at 7:45 a.m., it will be
counted as a tardy.




3:00 p.m. Hour of dismissal. At the time of dismissal and with the purpose of guaranteeing the security
of our students, no student will be allowed to leave the school grounds until his/her
parent/legal guardian pick him/her up inside the school. The students must be picked up
between 3:00 and 3:30 p.m. and the students who are registered in after-school services
(Study Hall, Preschool Care and Tutoring) must be picked up before 5:45 p.m. After said
hours parents will pay a charge of $10.00 per family, per hour or fraction of the hour.
The students that have passes for leaving (Walking Pass) cannot remain around school
grounds (adjacent streets/avenues). Any student found on the school’s surroundings will be
brought to the school, and will be charged for being taken care of, $10.00 per family, per
hour or fraction of the hour, WITHOUT EXCEPTIONS. After the students leave the
Academy, for security reasons, they cannot return to any interior area of the Academy’s

surroundings.
STUDENT’S DEPARTURE DURING SCHOOL HOURS

We ask the parents to avoid picking up the students during school hours. If it is absolutely necessary to pick
them up, it will ONLY BE PERMITTED DURING CHANGE OF CLASSES. We will not send anyone to
look for the student during classes. Therefore, you will have to wait until the change of classes to call or to look
for the student.

No student can exit the Academy alone, with another student, or with an adult that is not mentioned in
the Emergency Card, without a WRITTEN AND SIGNED permission of his/her parents or legal tutor.
WE WILL NOT ALLOW AUTHORIZATIONS THROUGH TELEPHONE CALLS.

STUDY HALL AND PRESCHOOL CARE DISMISSAL TIME

The dismissal time of the Study Hall and Preschool Care services is at 5:15 p.m. Parents must pick up the
students at that time and will have until 5:45 p.m. to do so without extra charges. After 5:45 p.m. parents will
be charged $10.00 per family, per hour or fraction of the hour, WITHOUT EXCEPTIONS. After the students
have left the Study Hall and Care, for security matters, they cannot return to any area of the inside premises of
the school.

TUTORING

This year the Academy will continue offering the Tutoring service, as long as the registration of the groups are
reached. It consists of groups of (7) students where they will receive supervised study, clarification of doubts
about the material, and preparation for exams. Those interested in this service must inform it at the Business
Office in order to form the groups. The starting date of the tutoring service will be informed later.

In the case of the private tutoring that an Academia Menonita’s teachers might offer outside the school grounds
and on their personal time, the Academy does not assume responsibility over it. NO STUDENT WILL BE
ALLOWED TO RETURN TO SCHOOL AFTER HE/SHE HAS LEFT THE SCHOOL GROUNDS TO
RECEIVE TUTORING WITH A TEACHER, After the student leaves the school facilities, Academia
Menonita is not responsible for the service to be received outside, the student’s security, nor the school
insurance covers him/her.

ID CARDS

No student can enter the school without his/her Identification Card, as this is part of the Uniform Code, and must
maintain it worn in a visible manner while he/she is inside the school grounds and until he/she is picked-up at the
end of the school day. Also, the ID Card must be worn during all official school field trips.
